 As our states and Ecclesiastical Communities gradually return to some of the 

norms that existed prior to the devastating effects of the Coronavirus (COVID-19) 

Pandemic, we too must look towards resuming certain aspects of Parish life for the 

benefit of the devout faithful and all the Communities of the Greek Orthodox Metropolis 

of New Jersey. Therefore, I hereby authorize the following: 

 

 

1. Parish offices may officially reopen providing that all local, state, and federal 

guidelines regarding social distancing and proper sanitizing are followed.  

2. In person meetings of the Parish Council, Philoptochos Sisterhood, and 

Committees/Organizations of the Parish Community may resume providing that 

attendees observe proper social distancing and sanitizing guidelines are followed.  

3. For those Communities that rent their Community Hall, rentals are permitted to 

resume. A clause is to be added to rental agreements which requires the renter to 

abide by all local, state, and federal social distancing and safety guidelines. 

Furthermore, a clause is to be added stating that the renter assumes liability should 

anyone who participated in an event contract COVID-19.
